Dear Counsel:

At some point this year Joseph Bruno will stand trial for something called “theft of honest
services.” This is an outrageous allegation that has a number of people in the legal community
raising an eyebrow because it is a rather porous indictment against him. This charge comes at
the end of a three year investigation where the federal government looked at everything and
everybody associated with Joe. After thousands of investigative man hours and possibly millions
of hard earned taxpayer dollars, the government is alleging “theft of honest services.”

Part of the allegation within this charge is that Joe Bruno did not work hard enough for his
constituents. We all know better. Joe always prioritized his work in the Senate, and thanks to
his tireless efforts the Capital Region is a better place to live, work and play.

During his thirty plus years as a public servant Joe Bruno touched many lives throughout this
region. Most never knew that he had played a role in improving their quality of life. A
classroom with the latest lab equipment. An international airport, and an improved train station
that gave our region access to new business markets. A high tech incubator project that allowed
us to replace rust belt jobs with 21% Century careers. These are a literal handful of the projects
and initiatives that he put into place to ensure that our region could meet the significant
challenges we now face. Not to mention, Joe played a vital role in locating an AMD
semiconductor manufacturing facility in upstate New York - the single largest economic
development project in the history of this state.

Joe Bruno has always been there for us —now it is our turn to help him. We need to show Joe
that the men and women, families and institutions, corporate leaders, labor leaders and hourly
employees he sought to help during his tenure are proud to stand with him at this time of
personal crisis.

Interestingly, Joe Bruno said he wants this case to go to trial. During a news conference after the
charge, Joe observed that for three years he had seen his reputation assaulted through repeated
leaks to the media, libeled by anonymous sources. He saw his family members stalked by
reporters and his own efforts to advance public policy cynically belittled. Now, he said, in court,
“a jury can hear who [ am, what I have accomplished and what I stand for.”

Joe Bruno rose from poverty, was a boxing champ in the Army, became a successful
entrepreneur in business technology and then committed time, talent and energy into being a
state senator. His colleagues saw the same commitment the voters did and rewarded him with the
position of Senate Majority Leader.



Today, we believe standing with Joe Bruno is a moral imperative. Time and again we have seen
legal cases where it becomes clear in hindsight that it was never about justice. When prosecution
is in search of a trophy defendant, when an indictment is viewed as a curious tissue of
perceptions, when media sources can libel a public figure with anonymous impunity, then it is
time for those who are witnesses to these events to stand up and count themselves as friends of
the Honorable Joseph Bruno.
